Quizzes To provide you with feedback on the status of your understanding, weekly,
graded quizzes will be given each Thursday at the start of class. Be on time and bring a
calculator. There will not be any surprise quizzes. A quiz may not be made up, but the
lowest quiz grade will be dropped.

Homework There will be a homework assignment each week given out on Tuesday and
due the following week. Some of the problems in each assignment will be graded. For
each problem (not exercise) you must give a written explanation how you solved the
problem or you will not receive any credit for that problem. Problems will be
graded on accuracy of scientific content, grammar and spelling. No homework will
be accepted late. The lowest homework grade will be dropped.

Working Togeher I encourage you to work in groups on the homework, but each student
must turn in a homework assignment. You will receive an extra 20% if you do work with
another student. Your partner(s) must sign your assignment. Here is the catch: I will
average the scores of the partners, then add 20%.

Writing Project

You will write a 5 - 7 page “ concept paper” on a topic from class. Imagine you are
writing for your colleagues. Footnotes are not required. This is not to be a research
paper but a clear exposition of a topic from class.

October 16 Deadline for emailing me your topic.

November 4 Give your paper to a colleague in this class to critique.

November 15 Paper along with the marked up and signed draft reviewed by a colleague
is due. I will grade on technical accuracy, grammar and spelling. You must write on a
word processor.



End of Class Feedback At the end of each class, you will be asked to spend one minute
writing the main idea you learned that period and the main question that remains
unanswered. You will not be asked to put your name on it, but to leave it on the way out.
You may offer any suggestions or comments as well. At the beginning of the next
period, I will review some of the questions and answer them.

Quizzes
There will be a weekly quiz on Thursday. The quiz will consist of a 3 pt yes/no,
true/false question and a 7 pt question that will require the solution to a problem.

Sheet of Information

You may bring to every quiz and exam a single 8.5 x 117 sheet of paper on which you
have written on whatever want (both sides). I suggest you include SI unit conversions
and important constants.

Tests

If you are more than 30 minutes late for a test you will either not be given the test or else
potentially be given a large deduction of points depending on the circumstances. If you
miss a test with a written excuse judged to be valid by me, you will not be given a
make-up test, but instead I will use the final exam grade to replace your missed test. The
reason for missing the test should be put in writing and given to me. The exception to the
above rule is that if the student is asked by the University to represent it at another
location during the time when a test is given, I will work with the student to find an
appropriate time for taking the test. Students who miss multiple tests need to discuss with
me the consequences of these actions. Depending upon circumstances the student may be
given "0" for missing, an "F" for unsatisfactory work, or an "I" for incomplete work, or
other remedies in the case of some valid excuses.
